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In a private bank, secrecy is maintained and one of the examples is that in Swiss banks, accounts
are opened by using numbers. Also, the private banks and clients use many levels of privacy to hide
accounts and transactions. They open up shell companies to hide the identity of the owner of the bank

account and also open up accounts in code names. 6
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
